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On July 21, Nyeland Promise demonstrated active
transportation infrastructure treatments at their
bike rodeo to gain resident feedback on bike and
pedestrian improvements. The demonstration was
held in Nyeland Acres, an unincorporated community
in Ventura County, and allowed participants to
experience and provide feedback on a creative
crosswalk and a separated bike lane. Special thanks
to Bike Ventura County for helping coordinate the
bike rodeo.
