STRATEGIC PRIORITIES:
This item supports the following Strategic Priority 5: Secure and optimize diverse funding sources to
support regional priorities.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

The General Fund is the designated financial resource for the operating budget of the Regional
Council and other activities for which expenditures may not be eligible for grant funding. It is
adopted annually by the General Assembly upon the recommendation of the Regional Council.
The Draft FY 2025-26 General Fund Budget and Membership Assessment Schedule were approved
by the Regional Council on March 6, 2025.

BACKGROUND:

The General Fund supports SCAG activities that are not funded by federal and state grant funds. The
General Fund also pays for lobbying costs, legal fees, and other costs that are otherwise not
allowable charges to the grants. The FY 2025-26 General Fund budget is $2,817,857, compared to
the FY 2024-25 General Fund budget of $3,089,698.
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The notable changes within the General Fund budget include a $424 thousand reduction in the
budget for legal expenses. This reduction can be attributed to the winding down of active litigation
and the addition of a new in-house attorney allowing for a reduction in the need for outside counsel

services. Additionally, $160 thousand in Capital Outlay budget has been included to fund needed
upgrades to microphones and audio systems in the large conference rooms in the SCAG office.

The General Fund Budget is predominately funded by the annual membership dues assessment for
all members of SCAG. The allocation of member dues is calculated in accordance with the
guidelines in Article VIII of the SCAG Bylaws. The FY 2025-26 General Fund budget includes
anticipated Membership Assessment revenue collections of $2,850,089. The full Membership
Assessment Schedule and General Fund Budget for FY 2025-26 can be found in Attachment 1 to this
staff report.

Consistent with prior years’ action, the recommended action includes delegating to the Executive
Administration Committee authority to make administrative amendments to the FY 2025-26
General Fund Budget that do not impact the Membership Assessment Schedule, including
amending the General Fund Budget approved by the General Assembly, when such exceedance is
necessary to execute or implement the operational activities and the exceedance can be covered by
the Unassigned General Fund balance. Any such administrative amendments would be presented
to the Executive Administration Committee for review and action at a noticed meeting.

FISCAL IMPACT:
Approval of the General Fund Budget and Membership Assessment Schedule provides the financial
resources for all activities associated with the Regional Council for FY 2025-26.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT
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President Brown shared that on behalf of the Regional Council he was pleased to share that they
had produced a report covering the accomplishments of the agency over the past year. He noted
that the President’s Report — Year in Review for 2023-2024 was available on the SCAG website.

RECOGNITION OF OUTGOING PRESIDENT ART BROWN

Kome Ajise, Executive Director, expressed it had been a great year and time for them to reflect on
the past year. He shared that it had been an incredibly busy 12 months. He pointed to the work that
they did on Connect SoCal 2024, which was approved by the Regional Council in April, as well as so
many other programs, like REAP which was intended to fund about $246 million worth of work in
their region, mostly for housing production. He explained that all that they accomplished this past
year was owed to the tireless efforts of their Executive Officers, Regional Council members, Policy
Committee members, and the best regional planning staff in the industry. To reflect on their work
and accomplishments, a video was played highlighting the year in review. On behalf of the
executive team and the entire SCAG staff, he shared that they were excited and proud of what they
had accomplished together along with the leadership of the Regional Council. He took a moment to
recognize their leader for the past year, Regional Council President Art Brown. He explained that as
they had heard from many in the video, President Brown was an optimistic and enthusiastic leader.
He noted that the President had a rare gift for service and made everyone feel valued. He shared
that last year around this time, President Brown focused their work for the year on three
presidential priorities: 1) clean technology; 2) transit and rail recovery; and 3) goods movement. He
indicated that there was evidence of those priorities everywhere in their work from the past year
and in the program of this event, and stated he was sure they would continue to build President
Brown’s legacy on these issues as they moved into the future. On behalf of the staff, he thanked
President Brown for his leadership and hard work over the past year.

President Brown was presented a proclamation on behalf of the Regional Council.

President Brown thanked the entire SCAG staff for the work they did in preparing and presenting
the information to the Policy Committees and Regional Council. He expressed that serving this great
region as the President of SCAG’s Regional Council had been the experience of a lifetime and was
proud of what they had accomplished in just 12 short months. He indicated that when he first
stepped into this, his aim was to help local cities and counties plan for the future. He noted that
SCAG has six counties and 191 cities, and they all had very different outlooks. He indicated that
while some large cities get a lot of attention, some of their cities are small, without many staff, and
they needed support in doing their planning and projects. He expressed that their potential as a
region would only be realized when all of their communities work together. He explained that with
SCAG’s help in the past year, they had seen cities of all sizes receive support in planning for
complete streets, clean infrastructure to support local and regional economies, and planning
projects to build capacity for affordable housing—just to name a few of their accomplishments. He
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emphasized that they also made history by adopting Connect SoCal 2024, which he thought
presented a vision for the future that improves the lives of everyone in Southern California. He
noted that they achieved these big things while working toward a shared goal: creating a brighter
future for the region. He expressed that he hoped all future officers of the SCAG Regional Council
experience the same kind of collaborative hard work and success. He passed the gavel to incoming
President Curt Hagman and congratulated him on becoming Regional Council President for this
great agency, which he knew would be in good hands under his stewardship. He thanked everyone
for the great honor of serving them and the region.
